Comes now True Name of the family H NOMEN and Wife True Name of the family W NOMEN visiting with this Common Law complaint against the U.S. Treasury secretary Jacob Joseph LEW invoking in absolute ministerial authority. Plaintiffs expressly retain the right to amend this complaint according to law and response by the Defendant. 

STATEMENT OF CLAIM

Plaintiffs True Name of the family H NOMEN and Wife True Name of the family W NOMEN state the following for their Claim/Counterclaim against the U.S. Treasury secretary Jacob Joseph LEW as the US Governor of the United Nations International Monetary Fund:

CAUSE OF ACTION

1. Plaintiffs has suffered injury for which relief may be granted by this district court of the United States because they have quit endorsing private credit from the Federal Reserve but the value of their lawful money is diminished as it is attached to Federal Reserve notes in value.

2. Since making the demand for lawful money and full discharge for all transaction nunc pro tunc April 2012 [per Title 12 USC §411] and [Title 12 USC §95a(2)] True Name and Wife True Name consider their pay to be tendered to them in US notes, that is not a reserve currency [Title 31 USC §5115] but in the physical form of Federal Reserve notes. 

3. On January 21, 1971 the U.S. Treasury chose to quit putting more US notes into circulation because Federal Reserve notes function adequately in all respects like US notes:

“…United States notes serve no function that is not already adequately served by Federal Reserve notes. As a result, the Treasury Department stopped issuing United States notes, and none have been placed into circulation since January 21, 1971.” “Treasury Faqs” webpage – “Legal Tender Status” (http://www.treasury.gov/resource-center/faqs/Currency/Pages/legal-tender.aspx)

JURISDICTION AND VENUE

4. This Court has personal and subject matter jurisdiction under Title 28 USC §1333 (1):

“Exclusive admiralty jurisdiction of federal courts under 28 USCS § 1333 is limited to maritime causes of action begun and carried on in rem, while under "saving to suitors" clause of § 1333, suitor who holds in personam claim that might be enforced by suit in personam under admiralty jurisdiction of federal courts may also bring suit, at his election, in state court or on "common law" side of federal court. Lavergne v. Western Co. of North America, Inc. (La) 371 So 2d 807 (superseded on other grounds by statute as stated in Cramer v. Association Life Ins. Co. (La App 1st Cir) 1990 La App LEXIS 1937).” 2 Am Jur 2d ADMIRALTY §122 (Footnote 9) (emphasis added). 

COUNT I

5. Federal Reserve Notes being reserve currency for fractional lending - elastic currency - are designed to continuously diminish in value as more notes are printed and put into circulation. This “instrumentality” of the US Government, the Federal Reserve System brings instability in buying power and value of above mentioned notes along and since 1933 has had the value of lawful money (US notes) pegged to them.

COUNT II

6. The Private Institution known as “Federal Reserve Bank” acts without consent of Plaintiffs. By controlling supply and interest rates the Federal Reserve System decreases the value of lawful money used by Plaintiffs for all transactions. 

REQUEST FOR RELIEF

7. For the reasons stated above, True Name and Wife True Name respectfully request from the Court:

1) To award plaintiffs with monetary compensation payable in lawful money as payment in amount of five million six hundred sixty-two thousand two hundred three deollars and twenty-six cents ($5,662,203.26) that is equivalent to the relation of a conservative Spot market price of the gold valued in Federal Reserve Notes to statutory gold price of $42.2222 per fine troy ounce multiplied by amount of lawful money dollars received by plaintiffs [$1,192.00 divided by $42.2222 times $197,644.70]. Lowest Spot value of $1,192.00, since True Name and Wife True Name have been redeeming lawful money by demand, was registered on 06/28/2013.
