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(a) Every owner's policy of liability insurance issied on a motor
vehicle in satisfaction of the requirements of artile six or eight of the
vehicle and traffic law shall also provide for; evey owner who
maintains another form of financial security on a notor vehicle in
satisfaction of the requirements of such articleshall be liable for; and
every owner of a motor vehicle required to be subp to the

provisions of this article by subdivision two of setion three hundred
twenty-one of the vehicle and traffic law shall bdiable for; the
payment of first party benefits to: (1) Persons, dter than occupants of
another motor vehicle or a motorcycle, for loss aging out of the use
