the Father’'s kingdom, He will partake anew
with His children; and that the serving and
receiving of this blessed sacrament should be
ever preceded by the most solemn heart-search-
ing, °®self-examination, forgivingness and love
toward all men, that none partake unworthily
and drink condemnation to his own soul.
